Uniform:

The minimum uniform required to be worn by students when competing for Christian College Geelong (CCG) for the following disciplines
includes the College Winter Uniform or the following Sport specific approved items.

o Dressage: CCG winter shirt, tie and jumper; alternatively the CCG Dressage Shirt.
e  Show Jumping/Cross Country: CCG sports polo and/or Rugby top.
If the weather is inclement, the following items can be worn in competition:
o Dressage: CCG Equestrian Team jacket.
e  Showjumping/Cross Country: CCG Equestrian team jacket or CCG Sports spray jacket.
Please note: If a jacket is worn in competition, the hood MUST be removed or tucked into the collar with the zip closed.

In addition, a current safety approved helmet meeting one of the following standards AS/NZS 3838; EN/1384 or ASTN F1163 and pale
colored Jodhpurs/Breeches (white, fawn, beige, banana or mango are satisfactory) should also be worn. The use of brown/black boots or
half chaps/chaps is at the discretion of the students’ parent/guardian in alignment with Equestrian Australia requirements. Refer to EA

Non-compulsory uniform items include CCG embroidered items including saddle blankets, ear bonnets, rugs, Equestrian Team Vests and
Equestrian Team Jackets. For information on the purchase of the Equestrian vests or jackets please contact Kay Wilson
k.wilson@ccg.vic.edu.au or on 52411577.

Saddle Blankets

Woollen saddle blankets which are ‘made to measure’ are available from the following suppliers. The Equestrian Club does have a limited
supply of new and second hand woollen rugs.

e Non woollen saddle blankets can be either navy or white and can be sourced from any horse retail store, for example Horseland.
If a saddle blanket has a trim, the trim should be consistent with the school uniform (Winter shirt, tie/jumper) colours.

Saddle blankets can be taken to one of 2 outlets within Geelong for embroidery with the CCG Logo (if desired). Families should contact
either the Sport Administrator or one of the contacts listed above for advice regarding embroidery details prior to leaving items for
embroidery, this will ensure that the correct CCG logo is embroidered on your item.
